24, 2021, both regarding the commercial salmon fishery in Upper Cook Inlet. At the
meeting the board will consider whether an emergency exists under 5 AAC 96.625 and
may consider whether to adopt emergency regulations under 5 AAC 21.

The Board may also delegate to the Commissioner authority to take regulatory action on
this topic.

The board may go into executive session to discuss legal matters and may handle other
administrative matters under miscellaneous business.
