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Summary

Pact;tl‘lc Flyway populations of goldeneyes appear relatively
stable.

Sea ducks are managed at broad spatial scales. Current
surveys at any scale cannot adequately assess short-term
changes in sea duck populations.

Harvest is at low levels. Cannot adequately assess harvest at
local levels. Reduced harvest will effect subsistence hunting
opportunities.

Conducting surveys and studies to improve our knowledge of
population status, harvest rates, and behavior.
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
